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Acquisition of residential, commercial, and industrial properties would also be required to 
construct the stations.  Depending on the station options selected, between 6.06 and 
11.18 acres of private property would need to be acquired (see Chapter 5, Evaluation of 
Alternatives Considered, for detailed information and maps on parcel impacts at station 
options).  This includes up to three impacts to residences and up to one business relocation.  
These station impacts would be generally restricted to parcels near the existing railroad ROW.  
Table 3.3-4 summarizes the ROW impacts for the stations in the Southern Section.  Graphics of 
the stations are included in Figures 3.3-16 through 3.3-19.
